e Support the cleaning team in routine schedules and during school events, which
may require working flexible hours.

e Comply with school policies and health & safety guidelines, including the correct
use of cleaning products and equipment.

e Monitor and report any maintenance issues or potential hazards to the Facilities
team.

e Maintain secure storage and inventory of cleaning supplies in designated areas.
